   Class: VIII A
Aims: Students will have the opportunity to:

· Break the ice and arise students’ interest in the give topic;

· Revise words related to style (old, new, modern, antique, painted), place (interior/exterior, front/back) composition (aluminum, wooden), places of a house (porch, pantry, garage) or types of houses from the UK (detached house, semidetached house, cottage);

· Use third conditional to express opinion
· Express their opinion about the connection between doors and the human life (pro and cons).
Objectives: 

By the end of the lesson the students will be able to: 
· Acquire new knowledge about style (Victorian, Georgian, Tudor, medieval) and type of doors (stained/ half stained, composite, framed, etched, farrow)
· Use third conditional in sentences of their own

· Imagine and write another end of the story. 

Materials: A blank A4 piece of paper for each student, a set of pictures, words and definitions/ group of students, a short presentation of the “Sliding doors” film.

	Activity 1:The T gives the Ss a set of pictures, words and definitions and they are asked to match them (see worksheet, ex 1)

Unscramble the words- The students are given some words and have to unscramble them (see worksheet, ex. 2)
Activity 3

The teacher introduces third conditional by giving the students an example (If she had caught the tube, she would have been happy at the moment). The Ss elicit the form and usage (Main clause- Past Perfect, If clause- Perfect Conditional)

Ss are asked to work in groups and to write 5 sentences of their own and use third conditional.

The students are asked to work in pairs and find any connection between human life and a door. Debate/ Examples
Eg. She is always opened to new suggestions. (She is like an opened door).

	Imagine and write another end of the story
	Activity 1
The teacher reads a few facts about the “Sliding Doors” film. The students are asked to write down the two main questions of the paragraph. (See the worksheet, ex 3)
Answer keys-suggested answers: Does love have an error margin?, But if Helen got the subway?
Activity 2

The teacher gives her students the blank piece of paper and asks them to imagine what would happen if Helen would have arrived home in time. They have to write sentences of their own by using third conditional. Start with this sentence: “If Helen hadn’t been fired, she would have had a job now.”

Sliding Doors is a dramatic-romantic 1998 British-American comedy 1998 written and directed by Peter Howitt starring Gwyneth Paltrow and John Hannah. The film presents two parallel universes, based on two ways of the life of the main character that depend on the loss or not of a train.

Does love have an error margin? Helen (Gwyneth Paltrow), a sophisticated English woman who works as director of public relations in a London firm, is about to find out if that is the case. Her life looks good. He has an interesting occupation and has Gerry (John Lynch), a rising novelist. But on the day when, unpredictably, Helen gets out of work and returns home earlier as usual, life takes a bizarre turn. More precisely, two bizarre twists. Grateful to tell Gerry what bad day he had, Helen missed the subway, and the sliding doors of the wagon closed, interrupting the potential continuation of the road. A tribulation attracts one another: she is aggrieved, taken to the hospital, and finally arrives home where Gerry is just taking a shower. But if Helen got the subway? If so, she would have sat down next to an unknown charm (John Hannah), and his image would have followed her. If so, she would have gotten home, just to find the sleazy Gerry in bed with his ex-girlfriend, Lydia (Jeanne Tripplehorn). The two alternatives of the future are evolving towards a unique and romantic outcome in the USO, the delicious story of the journey of a woman into a modern mirror, a road at the end of which she will understand that "but if ...." is something of Life itself.
