ACTIVITY 1 
· Aims: 
· to complete a crossword puzzle;
· to define the word bully and express their opinion about this issue;
· Procedure: 
1. T. greets the S.s and asks a few questions about Ss' mood to encourage speaking and checks the absents. 

Warm-up – Poem- The Bully by John Koning 
· video watching,

· defining the world bully and express their opinion about this issue;
2. Students have to complete a crosswords puzzle with words taken from the video

Comprehension questions:

ACTIVITY 2 
· Aim: to enhance functional language knowledge and skills in offering solutions 
· Procedure: 
1. Ss will read some texts related to bullying and after reading they are supposed to bring arguments for or against to some given statements on a worksheet.

2. After giving their arguments Ss are encouraged to read/ say some of them loud.

ACTIVITY 3 :
· Aim: to sustain their opinion bringing arguments pro and against to a given statement
· Procedure: 

1. Ss are split into two groups according to their opinion on the statement: “Bullying is a normal part of the childhood and you should ignore it”

 They have to find reasons and sustain their opinion                          
                                        1st group: pro 

                                        2nd group: against 

2. Ss are instructed that they can only speak when called on. Only one person may speak at a time. Students who wish to participate must raise their hand. 

3. T calls on a student from the minority side to make an opening statement. He or she should give at least one reason for choosing a particular side.

4. T calls on someone from the opposing side to refute the argument put forth. S should stay focused on the specific argument made to open the debate.

5. Once the arguments are finished, T calls on the S which will do the rebuttal.
6.  Discuss this issue until it is satisfactorily resolved.

· Timing: 25 min.
Round up - writing an essay
As homework students are asked to write an opinion essay with the title “Is bullying a normal part of the childhood?”
Revise the main features of the opinion essay: introduction, opinions and arguments, others’ opinion, conclusion

Bullying
“Bullying is a conscious, willful, deliberate, hostile and repeated behaviour by one or more people, which is intended to harm others. Bullying takes many forms, and can include may different behaviours, such as:

physical violence and attacks

verbal taunts, name-calling and put-downs

threats and intimidation

extortion or stealing of money and possessions

exclusion from the peer group”
 „There are many myths surrounding bullying issues and some of these myths can often trivialise bullying and suggest the bullied individual is making a big deal out of nothing when actually that is not the case. This can undermine how a person feels if they are being bullied. Bullying should not be tolerated in any form. We believe it is important to address bullying whether it is in a workplace, school or in a neighbourhood so that the message is clear that bullying is unacceptable.”
„It is not easy to strike the right balance between protecting young people from painful experiences and giving them the space to develop strategies for dealing with these experiences. ‘Doing it right means recognising that there is truth in the old sticks-and-stones chant: most kids do bounce back from cruelty at the hands of other kids. They’ll remember being bullied or being a bully; they’ll also learn something useful, if painful’, Bazelon writes. Also, adults do need to be honest and admit that they can easily make the situation worse rather than better by getting involved.”
